Eligibility
1. All high school seniors who are members, in good standing, of CCU. The applicant must be the primary member of the account as of March 1, 2026. (A student who is a joint owner on the account is not considered a primary member.)
2. Proof of acceptance and enrollment at a technical school, two-year or four-year college or university must be provided with application.
3. Minimum G.P.A. 2.0
Children, grandchildren and siblings of Crane Credit Union employees, Board of Directors, or Supervisory Committee are not eligible for participation. Details for the Official Family Scholarship will be shared at a later date.

Scholarship Details
No less than (18) $1500 scholarships will be awarded. CCU reserves the right to change the number of recipients selected, per branch, depending on the number of qualifying applications received. Funds will be deposited into the scholarship recipient’s savings account on June 1, 2026. Scholarship recipients will be notified prior to a formal announcement by CCU.

Selection
Recipients will be chosen by our Scholarship Committee and approved by the Board of Directors. Applicants will be judged based on the following:
· Application 30%
· Academic Profile 10%
· Essay 60%
· 10% Grammar and Punctuation
· 10% Spelling
· 35% Content
· 5% Cover Page
